Coffee 101: The
History of Coffee

1935 - Italian Francesco llly invents a
machine called the llletta, which makes
espresso by using compressed air for
pushing the steam through coffee grounds.

1938 - Freeze-dried coffee was invented
and marketed under the name Nescafe.

1947 - Achille Gaggia designs the first
espresso machine to use a spring-loaded
lever to force water through the coffee
grounds. Gaggia machines were the first to
produce crema on top of the espresso -
‘Caffe crema di caffe naturale' - coffee
cream from natural coffee.

1950 - Ernest Valente develops the first

espresso machine that uses a rotating pump

driven by an electric motor to create the
pressure needed to produce espresso. The
first espresso machine with a pump is
marketed under the brand name Faema.

1962 - The International Coffee
Agreement regulates coffee export quotas
on a worldwide basis.

¢ 1963 - The Bunn Corporation introduces
the automatic drip coffeemaker. Designed
for use in restaurants, the coffee maker
heats water, brews the water with the
coffee, and keeps the coffee warm on a
heated plate.

1966 — Dickson’s Coffee starts roasting
coffee in Vancouver and becomes one of
Canada'’s leading office coffee providers.

1971 - Starbucks opens its first location in
Seattle's Pike Place Market.

1972 - Vincent Marotta invents the Mr.
Coffee - the first automatic drip coffee
maker for home use.

1980 - Dickson's Deluxe blend of coffee is
the blend of choice with the coffee
consumer’s of our lower mainland.
Roasting of coffee is going strong for the
retail and redistribution market.

1980’s —Hills Brothers, MJB, and Folgers

1980’s —Nabob operates a roasting plant in
Burnaby, at the corner of Lougheed Hwy
and Lake City Way.
